This book, although written in 1997, sheds much light on the kind of issues we’re dealing with now. Paul Mar- gﬂﬁ-’i&;’;ﬁ e, aoebelag sld i skver, et
shall writes about the persecution of Christians all around the world, and how people are ignoring it. Through 4
anecdotes, statistics, and raw data, Marshall paints of horrific picture of those suffering for Christ in the present |
age. First, he focuses on the top 5 most dangerous countries for a Christian to be—places where Christians can’t
vote, work, be witnesses in trials, hand out Bibles, wear crosses, or even utter a prayer. As Christians, we know
that Christianity is still spreading, regardless of legal limitations. However, this is sometimes deadly. H.I.M. is
involved in many of these areas.

After the top 5 “fear” countries are analyzed, then Marshall goes on to delve into friction and fragmentation
zones, places where Christianity is severely restricted. Perhaps the most profound thing from Their Blood Cries
Out is when Marshall talks about how the “civilized” nations are ignoring all of this oppression. We know the
devil is at work in the world, persecuting God’s children, allowing it to be deafeningly ignored, but we also
know that God is stronger, wiser, and has a plan. I highly recommend this book to those who want to know the
