As I write this, 

I am leaving for India in a few hours!  I am 

deeply grateful to all the H.I.M. Team, board 

and beloved friends (and especially, Barb) that 

really „protected‟ me from many distractions and pressing issues.  Thank you all for your 

prayers and genuine support!  The „battles‟ in this spiritual warfare, now for almost 40 

years, have been intense and brutal.  I have lived through the horrors of combat in Viet Nam 

and also the „combat‟ of frontline evangelism and missions—spiritual warfare is real!  The 

entire „post-traumatic stress syndrome‟ has some truth in both areas of „warfare‟.  I have 

been in a military „combat‟ mindset and the life style and plan on being a soldier of the cross 

until I die. (2 Tim. 2:3,4)  While in solitude for almost 40 days…I fasted and lost 30 lbs.  I 

read over 15 powerful books.  I completed a unique „Bio-Exercise‟ called SIMA  (System For 

Identifying Motivating Abilities). Daily I pondered the beautiful world of nature deeply.  

Praise the Lord!  It was awesome!  But I must admit….I saw no „visions‟…felt no spiritual 

„goose bumps‟ …was lonely and bored often….endured the absence of TV, radio, PC, cell 

phone (most of the time J) people, friends, etc….YET SOAKED IN DEEP TRUTHS FROM 

GOD‟S WORD AND GOOD BOOKS!  Now that I‟m back in the „rat race‟ nothing has 

changed…some things are even worse…but I know the WORD says we will reap what we 

sow—and I have „sown‟ this special time into ETERNITY and know God will bring forth 

FRUIT in ways we may never see or know.  “We live by FAITH not by sight” (2 Cor. 5:7) 

We are laborers „TOGETHER‟ and I need your prayers more than ever.  Let us press on in 

the high calling of God in Christ.  (Phil. 3:14)  Amen?  He must increase!

This meeting was important, not 
only for me but for HIM, because this 
was the first time our India PALs were 
gathered together in the same location. 
We were able to thank and praise God 
for His wonderful works in our lives and 
each PAL had time to share their minis-
try work with the group. The purpose for 
our PALs gathering was to share with 
them the vision for HIM and to encour-
age the PALs to look to each other as 
resources and to develop partnerships 
among themselves. I know this will take 
time because they are used to looking 
at the US as the source of their funds 
and support, but I know over time, they 
will learn to rely on each other for finan-
cial, spiritual, and emotional support. 
Even with the language barriers, our 
understanding of what each other were 
saying wasn’t limited because the Holy 
Spirit was uniting us during our time 
together. 

In all honesty, before leaving on 
this trip, I had been viewing it as an 
“obligation” more than anything else. I 
really didn’t feel “called” to India but I 
felt it was my “duty” to go and see the 
ministry work firsthand. I will say that 
while I still don’t feel the “call” to India 
after going on this trip, my desire to 
encourage and help develop the PALs

dously. God also used this trip to show me how 
careful we need to be when providing assistance 
to others. If we operate on a model of charity, 
where we continue to keep sending money and 
resources, rather than teaching our PALs to 
develop their local resources, we’re doing a great 
disservice to them and to the Kingdom because 
they will look to the United States for resources 
and provision.  

As recent economic and market activities 
are showing us, the United States is no longer a 
“sure thing” when it comes to financial resources. 
I believe God is preparing people around the 
world to look to Him for provision instead of any 
one person or nation. Praise God! 

Please pray for the upcoming Board retreat 
in late September. We’re setting aside 3 days for 
the Board of Directors to pray, fast, and seek 
God’s wisdom and guidance regarding HIM’s 
future. The purpose for this time of seclusion is 
to seek God instead of developing our own plans 
and strategies to tackle the challenges ahead. 
We want to make sure we’re creating an organi-
zation that will have maximum impact on the 
nations by providing resources, training and 
relationships to our PALs and associates. This 
will require a new way of doing things as HIM’s 
influence and relationships expand and we want 
to do everything we can to ensure HIM can meet 
the upcoming challenges. 

We want to let you all know that HIM was 
included in the IRS’ sweeping action to revoke 
the tax-exempt status of 275,000 not-for-profits. 
This represents nearly 20% of the total number 
of not-for-profits in the US. While we disagreed 
with the reasons for the action, we have taken 
the appropriate steps to reinstate our tax-exempt 
status. Our ministry has continued uninterrupted 
during this brief time, but the reinstatement effort 
has taken significant time and resources. 

We want to reassure you this action had 
nothing to do with our financial management and 
operation of our ministry and we welcome any 
questions regarding this issue. Thanks so much 
for your continued prayer and support.

NEWS FROM NICARAGUA

The first week in June marked yet another significant event in the life of HIM's 

longstanding support of our friends in northern Nicaragua.  We took a team of six 

people down to Sebaco to the Association of Baptist Churches Acibén in Nicara-

gua and ministered to a group of 34 very hard working pastors.    

 The week was filled with worship, outreach, prayer and days of Bible teaching 

to encourage those precious pastors into a deeper walk with Christ.  From a wor-

ship seminar, to a youth rally to a community evangelism service in the evenings, to 

prayer, teaching and encouragement in the daytime, there was no time for rest.  It was 

the most densely packed schedule this team had ever encountered. 

 Please continue to pray for our brothers and sisters in Nicaragua.  They are a 

blessed people who love God, and desperately need our help. HIM has 

been ministering to this group of pastors for nearly 20 years! PTL and may His good 

work continue!

Nicaragua means the land of volcanoes & lakes but as our team found out in June, it‟s 

really all about the people. 

First, the land is beautiful with unbelievably rich soil that still incites 

green growth in dead tree trunks being used as fence posts, now that‟ll preach! 

There are still volcanoes and a pristine lagoon from what used to be a volcano. 

There are indeed lakes, unfortunately at least one is totally polluted and brown 

in color. And lastly, two seasons, wet and dry or green and less green. 

But what about the people? Nicaraguans are never in a hurry unless 

they‟re driving and then, it‟s controlled chaos. The stop signs become sugges-

tions and blinkers are never used instead horns are used to indicate the loca-

tions and intentions of the vehicles. But wait, don‟t they get upset with one 

another? No. They simply go on without road rage and there are surprisingly 

few accidents even in Managua, population 2ML. 

There were also small motorcycles carrying 3 passengers with their lug-

gage! And bicycles built with the passengers up front being wheeled to and fro facing 

the traffic, yikes! If not riding one of the above, no problem, they simply walked, a lot. 

But they are joyful! And the 34 dear pastors along with the 2 brothers who were 

our interpreters and now friends are precious. I have never witnessed the transparency 

in North Americans asking for prayer like each one of these pastors! How humbling, 

they all stood to pray, speak and worship. They understand that brokenness and hum-

bleness before the Lord leads to blessing. 

As one of the team members put it, we probably could have done better but we 

couldn‟t have done more.  And yet, it‟s hard to know who received the bigger blessing. 

I personally believe it was us. 

I was blessed to have my son Mason join me. I will never forget and will be in-

debted to him for the memories.

Please pray for our “intern stu-

dent”, Katie Tucker, who will stay at 

our Love In Action girls orphanage until 

Christmas...to mentor, disciple, and teach 

music. 

I will be moving up into North India to 

follow up on other projects and relationships 

we are involved with. Thank you for your 

prayers...the shocking realities of this land 

are unspeakable and unimaginable to the 

average American.  We are way out of our 

“comfort zone”.   Pray for my beloved wife 

and family at home.
