 When we work with the tribes in the 

Mindanao area, the people own houses 

made with grass and local lumber, but now 

also , we reach out to the urban poor peo-

ple in massive Manila. They own no 

houses, but rather carts from scraps and 

they live on the sidewalks to survive. A 

Hard life. A Hard Situation. A Hard 

Condition. But itôs hardest when  no one 

cares. Itôs worse still when Godôs people  

have no time to pray and share with 

them! 

 In our family values, doctrines, and 

outlooks, we can categorically and criti-

cally pinpoint what‘s ―wrong‖ with these 

poor people. We could easily turn our 

backs on them and disregard them - for it 

is not our fault. ‗Am I my brothers 

keeper ?‘ But life in Christ must go on 

with the joy, grace and reverent worship of 

God Almighty and loving these unlovely! 

 For years I have been passing in the 

mornings an old junked car on the side of 

the road– while I was meditating on Scrip-

ture and God‘s faithfulness.

The day before Christmas a 

church member told me a family of 4 

had lived in that car for 3 years! So with 

my son, Nehemiah, and some other youth, 

we visited that family late one night and 

blessed them with gifts, love, and basic 

food. According to them, we were the first 

people who had ever spoken to them. 

Amazing,  that in the midst of a city with 

millions of people– some even  wealthy  

passing by, there are still needy people 

who don‘t shout about their needs, but 

simply wait for someone who can see and 

feel and care about their needs. This is 

where my heart is; this is one of my 

ministry callings as a PALS with 

H.I.M.!
